Replacement Wells:

The two replacement wells were put into service on May 27, 2010 following final approvals by the Virginia Health Department. At that time the storage tank level controls were also adjusted to maximize our storage. Our current pumping rate from all 5 wells is a comfortable 16 gpm, effectively doubling the previous rate. Daily pumping to match our water use and to replenish the storage supply has dropped from 24 hours a day to as low as 12 hours at the new rate. We ask that all our residents continue to be conservative in their water use.
