Water System:

The Board made three decisions at its meeting on June 12.

1. Approved Retainer Agreement with LeClairRyan as counsel on the Aqua offer. His initial estimate of the engagement is $7,000. 

2. Engage an Appraiser to determine if the offer from Aqua is fair and reasonable.  Expected cost is $4,000.

3. Approve the Letter of Intent from Aqua after appraisal, timings update and including minor changes that may be suggested by counsel.  This is not a contract and only commits us to not engage with anyone else while due diligence is done by both parties and to give Aqua right to match any other offer we may receive from previous negotiations.  It does not prohibit us from dropping sale and hiring a manager.

A financial analysis is being completed to compare the impacts of continuing current operations, hiring a manager or selling the system.  This will be communicated soon.
